But as we cannot imitate God, let us imitate the Apostles whom the world held in hatred for they were not of 
this world.  Imitate them follow them.  Perhaps you are thinking that it is difficult to ascend above the world 
by merely human virtue.  Well said! But even the Apostles in their following of the Lord (not as equals but as 
disciples) merited to rise above the world.  You, too, should be Christôs disciple and an imitator of Christ; He 
will pray  for you as He prayed for them.  And He said, óNot only do I pray for the Apostles but for those who 

will believe in Me through their word, so that all may be one.ô

Sts Peter and Paul (continued)  
 
Both St Peter and St Paul received new names, indicating a new relationship with God. Simon the fisherman became 
known as Cephas (John 1:42), or Peter after confessing Jesus as the Son of God (Matt.16:18).  
St Peter, the brother of St Andrew, was a fisherman on the Sea of Galilee. He was married, and Christ healed his mother-
in-law of a fever (Mt.8:14). He, with James and John, witnessed the most important miracles of the Savior's earthly life.  
 
Despite his earlier recognition of Christ as the Son of God, he denied Him three times on the night before the Crucifixion. 
Therefore, after His Resurrection, the Lord asked Peter three times if he loved Him. Then He told Peter to feed His sheep 
(John 21:15-17).  
 

After the descent of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, St Peter addressed the crowd (Acts 2:14), and performed many miracles 
in Christ's name. He baptized Cornelius, the first Gentile convert (Acts 10:48). He was cast into prison, but escaped with 
the help of an angel (Acts 5:19). St Peter also traveled to many places in order to proclaim the Gospel message. He wrote 
two Epistles, which are part of the New Testament.  
 
St Peter was put to death in Rome during the reign of Nero. According to Tradition, he asked to be crucified upside down, 
since he did not feel worthy to die in the same manner as his Lord. 

 

St Paul was of the tribe of Benjamin, and lived in Tarsus in Cilicia. He once described himself as a Hebrew, an Israelite of 
the seed of Abraham (2 Cor. 11:22). He was also a Pharisee and a tent-maker (Acts 18:3) who had studied the Law with 
Gamaliel at Jerusalem.  
 
At first, he was called Saul, and had persecuted the Church. He was present at the stoning of St Stephen (Acts 7: 58). 
Then, on the road to Damascus, he was converted when Christ appeared to him. Blinded by the vision, he was healed 
when Ananias laid his hands on him. After his cure, he was baptized (Acts 9:18).  
 
St Paul preached the Gospel in Greece, Asia Minor, and in Rome, and wrote fourteen Epistles. Tradition says that he was 
martyred in Rome about the year 68.    From ñDaily Lives of Saints, www.oca.org.ò

Nativity of the Holy Glorious Prophet, Forerunner  

 and Baptist  of the Lord, John  

( Commemorated June 24 )  

 
The Nativity of the Holy Forerunner and Baptist of the Lord, John: The Gospel (Luke. 1: 5) relates 
that the righteous parents of St John the Baptist, the Priest Zachariah and Elizabeth reached old 
age without having children, since Elizabeth was barren. Once, St Zachariah was serving in the 

Temple at Jerusalem and saw the Archangel Gabriel  who predicted that St Zachariah would father a 
son, who  would announce the Savior, the Messiah, awaited by the Old Testament Church.  
Zachariah was troubled, and fear fell upon him. He had doubts that in old age it was possible to 
have a son, and he asked for a sign. It was given to him, and it was also a chas tisement for his 
unbelief. Zachariah was struck speechless until the time of the fulfillment of the archangel's words.  
 
St Elizabeth came to be with child, and fearing derision at being pregnant so late in life, she kept it 

secret for five months. Then he r relative, the Virgin Mary, came to share with her Her own joy. 
Soon St Elizabeth gave birth to a son, and all the relatives and acquaintances rejoiced together with 
her. On the eighth day, he was circumcised and was called John. Everyone was amazed, sinc e no 
one in the family had this name.  

 
When they asked St Zachariah about this, he motioned for a tablet and wrote on it: "His name is 
John." Immediately his tongue was loosed, and St Zachariah glorified God. He also prophesied 
about the Coming into the wo rld of the Messiah, and of his own son John, the Forerunner of the 

Lord (Luke. 1: 68 -79).  
 
After the Nativity of our Lord Jesus Christ and the worship of the shepherds and the Magi, wicked 
king Herod gave orders to kill all male infants. Hearing about thi s, St Elizabeth fled into the 
wilderness and hid in a cave. St Zachariah was at Jerusalem and was doing his priestly service in 
the Temple. Herod sent soldiers to him to find out the abode of the infant John and his mother.  

Zachariah answered that their w hereabouts were unknown to him, and he was killed right there in 
the Temple. Righteous Elizabeth continued to live in the wilderness with her son and she died there. 
The child John, protected by an angel, dwelt in the wilderness until the time when he came  
preaching repentance, and was accounted worthy to baptize the Lord.

2.       Candidate priests will visit St. Alexander Nevsky on selected Sundays during June, July, 

and August.   We will provide you wit h the dates of these visits as they become available.   

Candidates will serve Saturday Vespers, Sunday Divine Liturgy with sermon, and will be 

interviewed by parishioners following Divine Liturgy.   Parishioners will be asked to complete an 

assessment form f ollowing each interview.   Assessments will be reviewed by Fr. Paul Ziatyk, Fr. 

Paul Suda, Ray Steeb, Ed Markoff, Roy Glisan, and Frank Namisnak and submitted to Bishop 
Melchisedek.  

3.       The following priests have been submitted for consideration:   Fr. M ichael Senyo, Fr. John 

Mikita, and Fr. John Soucek.   Other priests may be considered as well.   The name of any possible 

candidate should be provided to the Bishop directly, or to Fr. Paul Ziatyk.   The Bishop must be 

the first contact for any candidate prie sts, so please submit any names as indicated and do not 
contact the possible candidate priest directly.
